How Did the European Balance of Power Break Down?


France and Germany at odds after 1871 (no chance for alliance between the two states)

Triple Entente between Italy, Austria-Hungary and Germany (1882)

Germany, Russia and the Reinsurance Treaty (1881-1890) (treaty lapses, makes Russia look elsewhere for allies)

German naval and imperial goals (threatens English maritime superiority)


Russia turns to France - Military Convention of 1892 


France turns to England - Entente Cordiale of 1904

England and Russia compromise in Persia - Anglo-Russian Entente of 1908 (a weakened Russia calls off competition with England in Asia)
Crises Leading to World War I


Moroccan Crises (1905, 1911) – Germany seeks to humiliate France, retain influence in Africa

Russo-Japanese War (1905) – Russia crippled internally and externally after defeat

Austria Annexes Bosnia-Herzegovina (1908) – embarrasses a weakened Russia

The First Balkan War (1912) – The Ottoman Empire disintegrates, the Balkans are destabilized


Second Balkan War (1913) - fate of Macedonia and Albania
