“The Hundred Days” - Napoleon returns, defeated at Waterloo

Territorial Reorganization of Europe

Prussia - significant territorial gains in Western Germany


Russia - annexes Finland, parts of Poland


France - returned to borders of 1793


Austria - maintaining a multinational empire


The Netherlands - doubled in size by addition of Austrian Netherlands (current Belgium)
