Essay Questions
These essays are to be 6-8 pages in length and are based on the final three readings of the course.  The essay will be worth 25% of your final grade.

Imperialism

The period of European exploitation of colonies during the 19th century is often referred to as “The New Imperialism.”  What was modern about this imperialism?  How did modern innovations such as nationalism and liberalism serve to fuel (or check) Leopold’s Congo adventure?  What technological innovations were key in driving imperialism forward or, for that matter, reining it in?

Modernity

Carl Schorske’s Fin de Siecle Vienna explores the birth of the modern era in architecture, politics, philosophy and art.  How does the arena of art clash with those of politics and the world at large?  How did Wagner, Freud, and Klimt break with liberal traditions?  What makes their work modern?  What is the nature of the opposition to their work?  

Labour

Canning’s book details the clashes along gender lines which erupted when women entered the labour market in the textile industry.  What was the reaction?  Was it uniform across all industries?  If so (or not), why, and in what form did protests take place?  How did women in the labour force become a national issue in 19th century Germany?  How was the debate framed, and how did this frame change over time?  What were the larger implications for women’s rights involved in this debate?
